Creation and Care of a Silk Painting
Materials Cost:  
1) $3.00 per attendee covers 
     a.  one 6" silk covered hoop
     b.  use of resist (substance that limits the area in which paint can flow), paint, soft pencils, brushes, paint 
palette, plastic aprons, paper towels
     c.  printed instructions on how to care for the finished silk-painting
